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The basic concepts of nonlinear dynamics leading to the unveiling of a host of chaotic trees (the feigenbaum tree or fig tree and other trees) having universal properties are reviewed. It is shown how such ideas provide, through their detailed study of order and disorder and in consonance with Christian theology, relevant reminders for visualizing the options we face as humans, essential choices that encompass either our surrendering to love, serenity and peace, in the common straight roots of such trees; or our disobedience to love by our climbing the ever tender and bent branches of the trees leading to their ever dusty and hellish foliage, representing our strange attraction to sin. It is shown how these modern notions reflecting the God of nature provide a coherent symbolism that allows us to further appreciate why Jesus cursed a fruitless fig tree as he rebuked the wind (evil in of itself in both instances) and why he asked us to learn an urgent lesson from a budding fig tree (and others), few days prior to his crucifixion. The implications of the ideas regarding our need as humans to be always watchful are emphasized.
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
